5-Minute Outreach Script: 'The Bible HasMore

This script is designed for street outreach, door-to-door ministry, or any informal setting. Memorize the
structure, not the words.

The Hook (30 sec)

'‘Can | ask you a question? How many books do you think are in the Bible?' [ Wait for answer.]
'Most people say 66. But the Ethiopian Orthodox Church — one of the oldest Christian
churchesin the world — uses 88 books. And they've been using them for over 1,600 years.'

The Bridge (1 min)

"These aren't new books someone added. They're ancient texts that were preserved in Africa
while the Western church was deciding what to keep. Books like the Book of Enoch, the Book
of Jubilees, and the Kebra Nagast.'

The Evidence (1.5 min)

"The Book of Enoch is actually quoted in the New Testament — in the book of Jude. The Book
of Jubilees was found among the Dead Sea Scrolls. These are serious, ancient texts with deep
historical roots.’

The Invitation (1 min)

"We've published the complete Ethiopian Canon in English for the first timein a structured
study format.

The Close (1 min)

"The question isn't whether these books are real —they are. The question is whether you want
to know what's in them.

Answerstothe5 Most Common Questions

‘Arethese booksreally part of the Bible?'

Yes — for the Ethiopian Orthodox Tewahedo Church, which is one of the world's oldest Christian
communities. Canon is not a single fixed list; it varies by tradition. The Ethiopian Canon is the most
complete.

'Why haven't | heard of these?"

The Council of Nicaea (325 AD) and later councils shaped the Western canon. The Ethiopian Church
was not bound by those decisions and preserved a broader set of texts.

'Arethese the same asthe Apocrypha?

Some overlap, but not entirely. The Ethiopian Canon includes texts not found in the Catholic
Apocrypha, such as the Book of Enoch and the Kebra Nagast.

‘Isthisacult or anew religion?”

No. The Ethiopian Orthodox Tewahedo Church is a mainstream, ancient Christian body with over 40
million members. Thisis mainstream Christian history.
