SECTION 2 — SERMON OUTLINE

Sample Sermon: 'The Bible You Were Never Given'
This outline is ready to adapt for a Sunday message. Estimated delivery time: 35–45 minutes.

Opening (5 min)

Ask the congregation: 'How many books are in your Bible?' Most will say 66. Introduce the fact that the

Ethiopian Orthodox Church uses 88 — and has for over 1,600 years.

Text (10 min)

Read from the Book of Jubilees, Chapter 1:1-18. Compare with Exodus 24:12. Show how Jubilees

expands and illuminates the Sinai narrative.

Teaching (15 min)

Explain the Council of Nicaea, the Ethiopian tradition, and why these books were preserved. Use the

Ethiopian Canon Series as a visual reference.

Application (10 min)

Challenge the congregation to read one book from the Ethiopian Canon this month. Provide the

echelonnexuspress.com/start link as a resource.

Close (5 min)

Pray over the tradition. Remind the congregation that recovering ancient truth is an act of worship.
